SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
1 RULES: 

The series will be governed by The Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) for 2009-2012 as modified by these sailing instructions.

2 NOTICES TO COMPETITORS: 
Printed copies of the notices to competitors, Sailing Instructions and any amendments will be posted on the Official Notice Board, located at Salt Ponds Marina.
3 CHANGES TO SAILING INSTRUCTIONS: 
Any change to the sailing instructions will be in writing and posted to the notice board before 2030h, 9 Jul 10 and echoed online thereafter. Changes required as a result of the skipper's meeting will be included in this posting, and highlighted appropriately to call attention to the change.

4 SCHEDULE OF RACES:
4.1 The Veteran's Cup Regatta date is 10 July, 2010. The scheduled time of the first warning signal is 1000 EDT, RC ship’s time.     

4.2 The RC will signal its intent to conduct a second race by flying the “R” flag from the signal boat at the finish.  The start sequence for the second race will commence at RC discretion shortly following the first race’s last finish or expiration of the first race’s time limit.
4.3 The RC will not start a race after 1400 EDT, RC ship’s time.
4.4 If the RC postpones a start or abandons a race, the decision for subsequent starts will be at RC discretion.  If racing is cancelled for the day, there is no make up.
5 RESTRICTIONS: 
The Veteran's Cup is open to all self-righting monohull displacement boats LOA 20' or larger. Boats must be capable of utilizing VHF Channel 72, and must meet PHRF of the Chesapeake Category 4P safety requirements. 

6 CLASSES & CLASS FLAGS: 
6.1 CLASSES. The RC reserves the right to split Classes based on the number of entrants.  The RC reserves the right to start classes together based on the number of entrants.

 PHRF A - Boats with Valid Ratings up to 109, PHRF sail restrictions. Class Flag: 9
 PHRF B - Boats with Valid Ratings between 110 and 163, PHRF sail restrictions. Class Flag: 6
 PHRF C - Boats with Valid Ratings 164 and above, PHRF sail restrictions. Class Flag: 7
 PHRF N - All Valid Ratings, Non-spinnaker, 2HS. Class Flag: 5 

 Cruising - All boats without Valid Ratings, Non-spinnaker, single HS. The RC will assign a courtesy rating which may not be appealed. Class Flag: WHITE 12"x12"

· One Design (OD) – Four (4) or more boats of a single type, who desire to race in common configuration, will be given the option of OD start and scoring.  Boat configuration and sail restrictions will be agreed among applicable skippers and governed by National Class Association rules and bylaws for that type rather than PHRF restrictions.  Class Flag(s) and starting sequence will be determined as required at the skipper’s meeting and posted on the Notice Board.


6.2 Class Flags are to be flown from the backstay of each participating boat to identify her to the RC.


7 RACING AREA: 
The racing area is shown in the graphic (NOAA Chart 12222). CCV fixed marks shown for context only:
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8 THE COURSES:  

8.1 The signal boat will use a course board amidships to designate the courses to be sailed. A depiction of a boat’s class flag followed by course identification will indicate the course for that boat’s class.    A separator line shall be used to separate classes when more than one course is used:

8.2 The RC will signal either “T”, “TW” or “TWL” with a bearing and distance to the windward mark as depicted below. The last letter indicates the intended direction of finish:
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9 MARKS:

9.1 A yellow tetrahedron will be used as the initial windward mark.  If a wind shift necessitates the use of a change mark, a red tetrahedron will be used.  Course changes will be signaled to racers prior to the leeward mark using the “C” flag and multiple sound signals. The RC will signal the bearing to the change mark using a green triangle for “changed to starboard” or a red square signaling “changed to port”.  A change in distance to the new mark will be signaled by a plus (“+”) or minus (“-“):
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                 Example 1: Course changed to PORT          Example 2: Course changed to STBD

9.2 An orange inflatable cylinder will be used as the wing mark.
9.3  Cruising Club of Virginia (CCV) mark Y (Daymark R “2” off Buckroe Pier, N 37 01’58” W076 15’45.0” to be used as the pin end of the start.  This mark is also the leeward rounding mark.
9.4 All turning marks will be left to port.

10 CHECK-IN

Before the warning signal of the first race she sails, a boat shall pass by the stern of the RC Signal Boat and hail her sail number until acknowledged by the RC. A boat may not protest a breach of this rule. This changes RRS 60.1.

11 THE START:
11.1 The order of starts will be posted on the official notice board.  Expect PHRF A to start first, followed in order by PHRF B, PHRF C, PHRF N, and Cruising. This sequence may be modified based on the addition of any OD fleets. 

11.2 RRS 26 procedures using RC ship's time will govern starts. In addition, the RC will attempt to broadcast an "Attention" signal approximately 5 minutes before the first warning, consisting of several short horn blasts and a VHF 72 transmission.

11.3 The starting line will be between the orange flag on the Race Committee boat and CCV mark Y.  


11.4 A limiting buoy (orange ball) off the stern and/or anchor line may be used by the RC boat at the start; boats contacting the buoy will be considered to have broken RRS 31.

11.5 Come Within Hail. The RC will fly Code Flag L if it changes the course before the start. If the sequence has already begun and a course change is warranted, the RC will postpone the race (Answering Pennant) to allow all boats to receive the new course.

11.6 INDIVIDUAL RECALLS.  Per RRS 29.1.  In addition, the RC will attempt a hail to OCS boats on VHF 72. The hail is a courtesy: its timing, the sequence of boats recalled, or perceived lack of courtesy hail does not absolve a boat from the responsibility to correct a starting error 

11.7 GENERAL RECALLS. Per RRS 29.2. 

12 THE FINISH:
12.1 The finishing line will be the line between the finishing mark and the orange flag on the RC boat.

12.2 In the event of a shortened race, the finish line will be between a course mark and the “S” flag displayed with Class Flag(s) of the affected Class(es) on the RC boat finishing those classes.  If no class flags are displayed, the course is shortened for all classes.

13 PENALTY SYSTEM:
13.1 A boat that intends to take a penalty shall advise the RC upon finishing.  A retiring boat shall advise the RC as soon as practical. 

13.2 Both the Two Turns (RRS 44.2) or 20% scoring penalty (RRS 44.3a) are acceptable to clear a Part II penalty not involving injury/damage. RRS 44.3c is modified such that the 20% applies to the boats COMPETING in the Class (excludes DNS), not less than two places. A boat will not be penalized worse than DNF.

14 TIME LIMIT:
14.1 The time limit for all races is 2 hours.  Boats still racing but not finished within a race’s time limit will be scored TLE and awarded one point more than the last boat to finish within the time limit, but no more points than the number of boats starting in the Class. If no boat of a given Class has finished in the time limit, that Class' race will be abandoned. This paragraph changes RRS 35.

14.2 When a boat’s finish position in her fleet may be easily determined, the RC may finish her in place prior to the expiration of the time limit by advising her over VHF 72.  This modifies RRS 35.

15 PROTESTS AND REQUESTS FOR REDRESS:
15.1 A boat intending to protest shall inform the RC upon finishing or retiring, and identify the boat(s) being protested.
15.2 The time limit to file a written protest or request for redress expires at 6:00PM/1800.  Once the RC docks, a representative will proceed directly to the Salt Ponds Marina office. Documents may be filed with the RC’s representative until to the expiration of the time limit.

15.3 Protests and requests for redress will be heard by a Protest Committee appointed by the RC. Upon the filing of a protest or request for redress, the RC will coordinate with the parties and PC. Hearings will be conducted at Hampton Yacht Club on Monday evening, 12 Jul 10, as needed.   


15.4 Arbitration will not be offered. 
16 SCORING:
16.1 Low Point scoring system of Appendix A. Two races are scheduled; one (1) race completes the series. There will be no throw-outs (this modifies RRS A2). 

16.2 Awards: Series 1st, 2nd, 3rd per Class.  Overall: Veteran’s Cup to the boat that beat its nearest in-Class competition by the greatest corrected time margin in a race.

17 SAFETY REGULATIONS: The decision to race or continue racing or retire rests with an individual skipper. Should prevailing or forecast conditions be questionable, the RC will be available via cell phone: (757) 329-6992 and after 0900 on Race Common (VHF 72).
18 COMMERCIAL TRAFFIC:
18.1 Any attempt by a contestant to exercise right of way, to cross in close proximity to or to interfere with the reasonable transit of the race area by commercial freighters, tugs, or tows, and other vessels which are unable to respond readily will be grounds for a protest. Should such a protest occur, the burden of proof is on the boat allegedly interfering. Contestants must take evasive action well in advance of any potentially dangerous situation.

18.2 Under RRS 42.3(h), a boat may use any means necessary, including an engine, to clear right of way traffic in established shipping channels, provided she does not gain significant advantage through her actions. While she is subject to protest, Rule 62.1 is modified to consider her request for redress under these circumstances. 

19 IMPROPER DISPOSAL OF REFUSE: Boats observed discharging solid waste over the side are subject to protest and may be disqualified

20 DIVING EQUIPMENT AND PLASTIC POOLS: Underwater breathing apparatus and plastic pools or their equivalent shall not be used between the first preparatory signal and the end of the regatta.

21 RADIO COMMUNICATION: Racers will monitor VHF 72. Radios shall not be used to obtain navigational or weather information that is not available to the general public. Boats should monitor VHF Channel 72 during the start for recalls and any other information the Race Committee may issue. It is suggested that boats racing monitor VHF Channel 16 and the NOAA Weather Broadcasts and make contact with commercial traffic on VHF Channel 13 as appropriate to maintain safety.

22 DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY: Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See rule 4, Decision to Race. The organizing authority will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the regatta.
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
