The Marker 20 restau-
rant in downtown Hampton was a great choice.  I believe that 
our granddaughter (DeAndrea, 20) may even be interested in 
becoming an associate member, solely on the basis of LYC’s fine 
dining experiences. Smile.   And speaking of membership, I be-
lieve that a healthy yacht club should always be on the “look 
out” for new members that enjoy our love for boating as much 
as we do.  We want our prospective members to experience the 
fun and camaraderie of LYC membership, as well as developing 
a greater appreciation for their waterborne environment.  There-
fore, the LYC Power Squadron’s focus will initially be on re-
cruiting new members, providing safety & informational “cross 
tells” and active planning of local and “not so” local boating 
adventures/trips.  There will always be open invites for our LYC 
sailing members to cruise with us.  Additionally, we will exploit 
synergistic boating opportunities by assisting our sail boat mem-
bers with extra hands to support their races and other events.  
The LYC Power Squadron will be tasked to provide a 
“committee boat” to support club races and other sailing events.  
Our primary focus will always be on enhancing boating safety on 
our waterways, vessel preventive maintenance and upkeep, dis-
covering new boating sight-seeing adventures, and of course, 
advocacy of a clean and healthy marine environment.   I will 
close this first article with an informational cross tell on the top 
reasons pleasure boaters get stopped, boarded and fined 
(according to an article written by Boating magazine) in order: 
 

1. Missing PFDs! 
2. Missing State or Federal Documents & improper boat 

markings 

The Squadron Scoop 
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3. DUI 
4. Missing or out of date visual distress signals 
5. Fire Extinguisher violations  
6. Inoperable or missing sound producing devices 
7. inoperable or missing navigation lights (it is impor-

tant to check your lights regularly) 
8. Placard violations (placards must note proper oil and 

garbage disposal procedures) 
9. Negligent operations: failure to follow the rules of 

navigation (right of way, etc.), failure to obey “no 
wake” zone signs and speeding. 

10. No backfire flame control device inside compartment 
spaces (this primarily comes from substituting 
cheaper automotive parts in place of the required ma-
rine grade product).   

 

Your cost savings could end up in costing you, your family and 
friends their lives, so only use marine grade replacement parts!  
Please have a safe and enjoyable 2009 boating season!

     July is almost upon us, and with it comes LYC’s signature event for the Southern Bay, the Veteran’s Cup.  Each year we 

host this open event to provide sailors from all clubs across the Bay the opportunity to meet with our and our sister mili-
tary clubs’ members and race under the banner of honoring our nation’s veterans. For serious racers, the event carries a 

CBYRA sanction number and counts for their annual High Points end of year awards.  For the less serious, the event also 
attracts a respectable Cruising class.  

     We also provide the opportunity to sponsor charitable donations to promote wildlife conservation in Kenya as part of 
a non-sanctioned Cheetah fleet, increasing the event’s trophy potential and allowing sailors to recoup their entry fee por-

tion for this activity in a tax deduction.  
     The event has a long and storied past, from being one of the biggest races on the Southern Bay through decline to even 

going a couple of years without. However, we’re in a build cycle and the event is growing and getting better every year.  
I’ve gotten verbal interest from a lot of unexpected places seeking to participate, and we’ve even received our first couple 

of entries!  So – it’s incumbent upon the LYC membership to meet this upswell with our own participation.  Mike and 
Jen Schripsema have done wonders with the website, and sailors can pre-register online at 

http://www.langleyyachtclub.org/ (registration finalized when we get the entry fee).  

     I expect this year to be better than ever – especially with the RC team assembled for the event.  Chuck Wesley is 

providing Sea Vision as the signal boat, with Annette Connors, Mary Beth Ritter, HYC’s Buk Lawrence, OPCYC’s 

Richard Payne, and John Ritter (PRO) filling out the RC.  John McCarthy has agreed to be Chief Judge in the event of any 

protests.  Expect a good, tactical course with plenty of opportunities, laps in the event we need to shorten, reaching legs 

for the Non-spin and cruising types, and an all-around good time out on the water!  And don’t forget skipper bags with 

goodies!

Many people engage in community service because they believe that it carries rewards beyond the obvious and tangible.  Clearly it helps to build 

a rich and supportive community of people who know each other and lend each other a hand when it is needed. Getting involved in your com-

munity makes it healthier and livelier. 

 The club’s connection to the military makes this an important consideration.  The military has a longstanding connection to community service.   

As Volunteers, we share our skills and talents, even our money. But most importantly, we share human experience. We know that this attitude 

is the true measure of success in life and that it makes society strong and healthy.   

The Chesapeake Bay is such an integral part of all our lives.  Isn’t it a no-brainer that Langley Yacht Club should be a participating in ―Clean the 

Bay Day‖?  Shoreline litter is one of the most visible and pervasive reminders that the Chesapeake Bay needs our help.  Clean the Bay Day is a 

fun, hands-on way to be a part of the solution.  We just missed it.  It was June 6th.  Next year, we intend to make a strong showing with a group 

of volunteers. 

Many believe that community service has to mean taking huge chunks of our time or money.  This is just not the case.  Integrating community 

service into your social life in very small ways is a simple and effective way to give back to your community.  As an example, LYC member Karl 

Petersen entered his Dahler 39 in the Veteran’s Cup Regatta last year.  He and his crew had a great time racing and supported LYC at the same 

time.  In addition to his entry fee he paid a donation to enter the Cheetah Cup competition which benefits the Cheetah Fund.  In this way, s Karl 

integrated community service into his social life. 

Tom and I raced our sailboat in the Hospice Cup Regatta sponsored by Hampton Yacht Club this month.  New LYC members Mike and Kathy 

Barber did the same.  It is part of a National Network of Regattas to raise money for local hospices.  We raced in PHRF Non-spin but there was 

also a ―Hospice Class‖ designed for boats that are not used to racing.  The Langley Yacht Club sailboats should be participating in these kinds of 

races.  Once again, this is a way to integrate community service into your social life.   

LYC hosts the Veterans Cup Regatta every year.  When you volunteer your time or resources to help with this event you are not only helping 

the club but also having fun at a great sailing event.  Don’t mistakenly believe that community service is only altruistic.  Selfishness is a very large 

part of volunteering.  And that is as it should be.  There is nothing wrong with understanding that when you give you also get. 

Recently the Marina at Langley AFB asked for the club’s help with their open house to bring in new business.  In recent years we have not re-

ceived a lot of consideration from the marina, so then why do we still try to support their endeavors?  It’s not just because we carry their name.  

It’s not just because it’s somehow ―the right thing to do.‖  There are things we would like to gain from this relationship.  We want a permanent 

meeting place.  We want to be able to offer cruising overnights to other yacht clubs like they do for us.  We have accepted an invitation from 

Seaford Yacht Club on August 15 and at the moment we have no way to reciprocate.
